I have a small band of en-

thusiastic animal lovers who give of themselves and keep 

on giving! They came out  to Petco in July and helped to 

adopt out a record number of felines during our Catapa-

looza. They came out to the Mission on a blistering hot 

August Saturday to empty out, clean and restock our stor-

age facility lovingly referred to as the ôboxcarõ. In fact, 

whenever they are asked, and often when they are not 

asked, our volunteers are there for the pets! By the way, 

let me take this opportunity to thank all our bakers who 

provided the dogs and cat treats we distributed at òA 

Taste of Jasperó last Spring; we really impressed the 

crowd, and we actually ran out of those goodies!  

Whenever the topic of volunteering comes up in conver-

sation, I realize how narrow the scope of the average hu-

man is; they do not realize our needs are for a whole vari-

ety of talents and skills at the shelter, an adoption event or 

even in their own homes. We have people who serve by 

presenting our dogs and cats at our adoption events; we 

have kids and adults year round who come to the mission 

to clean, feed, bathe, care for and merely love on our 

dogs and cats; we have people who help train our dogs, 

take pictures for the website, Petfinder and Adoptapet; 

then there are those who help at home on special pro-

jects, the JARM website and calling our adopters after the 

fact to make sure everyone is happy.  

Well, here I go again asking for more. Our board of direc-

tors recently passed a new policy and application form for 

fostering our more needy future pets, and, on those occa-

sions when space at the shelter becomes an issue, per-

haps fostering healthy dogs or cats for a short time. In all 

honesty, we will be more rigorous in our screening process 

than we are with adoptions, and we will expect our fosters 

to provide the healthy, adoptable animals for adoption 

events from time to time during their fostering. It is not in-

tended to give a potential adopter a ôtest driveõ, but it is a 

worthwhile and rewarding experience for those who are 

willing to give of their time and themselves.  From bottle 

feeding babies - to caring for a heartworm positive dog - 

to helping a cat overcome upper respiratory infection; 

knowing that you have saved that life can bring a truly 

warm feeling to your heart.  

Fostering is just another way you or someone you know 

can contribute to our worthy cause. Of course we still 

need donations; Dr. Dixon, of Bluffton and Hilton Head, 

donated cages and kennels last Spring, and this Summer 

we added five secure runs to our Samõs Run puppy area! 

If you feel like you already have enough pets at home 

and want a novel way to donate to JARM, you can ear-

mark a $50.00 donation towards transportation for an 

adoptable animal to another shelter that has space and 

plenty of interested adopters. Itõs like having a virtual pet! 

You can track the dog or cat on the website of the shelter 

who receives them! Since we never recover the money 

we put into the transfers, your donation will help us to con-

tinue to send the ôadoptablesõ to places where they usu-

ally find new homes very quickly. Then you can just do it 

again, so you will have another virtual pet! No apologies 

for my sense of humor.

Positive Training Tips for your Pets

The Reluctant Walker  

Often one defines òwalking problemsó with unruliness, pulling, 

jumping, leash reactivity and other behaviors that, without proper 

behavior modification and management can be an obstacle in 

having a good relationship with your dog in your home.   A prob-

lem just as significant is a dog that wonõt walk on a leash or sud-

denly puts on the brakes.   These behaviors are sometimes toler-

ated in a home as an owner doesnõt recognize the importance 

of walking a dog on a leash and the successful socialization of 

the dog to be able to thrive in the òoutside world.ó 

I often see this behavior in a puppy that hasnõt yet been exposed 

to leashwork in any environment much less  a stressful  environ-

ment like the veterinarianõs office, pet store or groomer.   Lack of 

confidence,  slippery floors, people, shopping carts, sensory over-

load ðall reasons that can cause a puppy to shut down and 

freeze at the end of a leash.   Some necessities to help train pup-

pies and dogs to walk on a leash are:  Peanut butter, a target 

stick or wooden spoon, several types of high value treats, a care-

fully fitted harness (I prefer an easy walk harness with the leash 

attachment on the chest for guidance), an additional leash, and 

a squeaky toy, and although not really equipment or supplies,   

puppies or other dogs the resistant dog or puppy is comfortable 

with in a pack environment that have already mastered leash 

walking.  

If the puppy is food motivated, placing some peanut butter at the 

end of a target stick and allowing contact may allow the puppy to 

follow the food lure while you can stay in a confident upright posi-

tion.   The use of cheerful command of letõs go and offering the 

food lure can get the puppy started in the right direction.  A 

wooden spoon can be used on larger puppies or dogs.  After con-

tact is made an interest established, you can begin to add dis-

tance between the target and the puppy.   Another food lure 

method is the òHansel and Gretel ò approach where  the dog or 

puppy follows  a trail of food lures, gradually increasing distance, 

decreasing value and adding reassurance and praise  and speed 

in the walk. Puppies can also be motivated by toys.  The use of a 

favorite toy or squeaky toy can cause a high level of interest in the 

handler or trainer and the dog may follow if he has a sufficient 

play drive.  

Adding a second leash to loop around the torso  in front of  the 

hindquarters of a dog and adding a second handler can some-

times prevent a dog from shutting down into a lay or sit position 

and allow you to continue to positively motivate the dog with food 

or toy lures.  

Allowing a dog or puppy to be mentored by its littermates, other 

puppies or adult dogs in its neighborhood  is sometimes the easiest 

and most effective way of motivating a puppy to walk.   Often, 

once a puppy begins to walk the behavior will continue without 

much effort.   Reinforce this new, positive experience several times 

a day.  

Environment and ownership can be problematic in leash training.  

Sometimes the environment is overlooked when examining the 

behavior of a dog or puppy that wonõt walk.   Long nails can be 

uncomfortable for a dog as well as hot pavement and slippery 

floors.  Trim nails regularly.  Handling your puppies paws from day 

one will make for an easy nail trim session.  Try walking the dog on 

grass  or in the shade to eliminate the environment as a reason for 

the dog or puppyõs behavior.   The excuse of a fenced yard, low 

energy,  and no time can result in difficulties in taking the dog to 

the vet, groomer or boarding kennel .  Not teaching your dog to 

walk on a leash can create bad habits in pottying, and possibly 

create leash reactivity with other dogs and people. Reinforcing a 

dogõs unwillingness to walk on a leash is detrimental to the overall 

successful relationship of owner, dog and world.  

Lastly, you need to always be confident and careful not to reward 

an undesirable behavior.  By staying cheerful and upbeat, the 

puppy or dog will gain confidence and trust.  Patience and consis-

tency are important behaviors that you as the owner must have to 

be successful for reluctant dogs and puppies to master the art of 

leash walking.
